Arriving at the Institute.

For those arriving at the Eugene Airport, rental cars, taxis, and a shuttle bus are available to take you to the University of Oregon campus.  The shuttle service (OmniShuttle, http://www.omnishuttle.com/) is located next to the baggage claim area and meets most flights.  You can also book a shuttle in advance at their website.  

For those arriving by train, the Amtrak station is located downtown and is about 1.5 miles from the center of the UO campus.  Taxis meet most Amtrak trains and buses at the station.  

For those arriving at the Portland International Airport, rental cars are available.  It is possible to take the Portland light rail to the Portland Amtrak station and take a bus or train to Eugene, though this route not especially user friendly (see http://trimet.org/max/ and http://www.amtrak.com/ for more information).  If you are renting a car and are willing to give other participants a ride to Eugene or if you do not have travel arranged from PDX to Eugene, please contact Scott Pratt (spratt@uoregon.edu).  

For those staying on campus, housing check in will be at the Conference Desk ((541) 346-5686; After Hours Duty Person: (541) 346-5686), located in the Living Learning Center on E. 15th Avenue between Onyx and Agate Streets.  

Conference check in for those staying on or off campus will begin at the opening reception, Monday, July 13, at 5:00 in the Ramey and Blue Rooms of Carson Hall (on E. 13th Avenue, north of the Living Learning Center).   Conference check in will continue on Tuesday, July 14, beginning at 9:00 am in the Knight Law School outside room 184.
